The Faculty endorses the response of the Royal College of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists to this hearing.

The Faculty believes that contraception and safe, legal abortion reduces maternal mortality and morbidity. There is ample evidence to support this claim.  See for example the two attached papers from a recent special issue of the Lancet on women’s reproductive health.
