Fig 2: UN World Population Projections for 2005ï2050

The low and medium population projections have increased, since the original Report, to

8.0 (7.8) and 9.2 (9.0) billion people by 2050. The high population projection remains

unchanged.
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Since the original Report, family planning funding data for the years 2005-2006 have

become available. Family planning continues to face substantial decreases in

investment, not only as a proportion of total population assistance, but also in absolute

terms. Meanwhile, funding for sexually transmitted diseases and HIV/AIDS activities

continues to increase.

Family planning needs will grow as both population and demand increase. Population

growth and increased demand will account for 217 million extra women requiring

contraception between 2000 and 2015, meanwhile funding continues to decline.

Fig 4:  Contraceptive Usage Trends
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Contraceptive prevalence remains low in many countries and in some countries, use has

stalled or declined. This is likely to be a result of the continued downward trend in family

planning funding and commodity shortages.

Fig 5:  Unmet Need* for Family Planning

* A woman has an unmet need for family planning if she is married, in a union or sexually active, and is able to 

conceive; wants no more children or does not want to have a child in the next two years; and is not using any 

modern contraception.
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Addressing unmet need for contraception is a useful way to measure availability of family

planning services against demand. This indicator has made little or no progress. Unmet

need for family planning remains high across many regions in the world with few gains

made since the original Report.

Fig 8:  Total Fertility Rates ñ(TFR)ò of the Worldôs Nations 2006
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Since the original Report, total fertility rates (TFR ïthe average number of children that a

woman gives birth to in her lifetime) have continued to decline in parts of the Middle

East, North Africa, South East Asia, Latin America and Caribbean. However, the highest

TFRs are still found in some of the worldôspoorest countries. Birth rates above 4.5

children occur almost exclusively in many countries of sub-Saharan Africa.
